On top of it, Israel-Hamas war has broken out shocking the whole 
world. It is no exaggeration to say that these confrontations and wars 
have been having serious effects across the world. This reminds us of the 
close interconnection of global world. Likewise, inter-Korean issues can 
never be overlooked in any region of the world. It is not just regional but 
global geo-political factor which can impact the whole world including 
Europe devastatingly with North Korea’s nuclear activities. 

Korea, the only remaining divided country in the world, is held back by 
the nuclear issue. Without solving this issue, it is impossible to have sta-
ble and permanent peace in North East Asia and further it will remain 
as globally grave instability factor. South Korean government, facing di-
rectly North Korean nuclear threats, is continuing efforts to bring North 
Korea into dialogue and achieve peace on the Korean Peninsula. In addi-
tion, the leaders of the U.S., Japan and South Korea presented a united 
front on the occasion of their historical trilateral summit at Camp David 
last August. They said, “We reaffirm our commitment to the complete 
denuclearization of North Korea in accordance with relevant UN resolu-
tions and urge North Korea to abandon its nuclear and ballistic missile 
programs. 

Against this backdrop, it would be meaningful to hear of what is going on 
the Korean peninsula including South Korea’s strategy and plan to bring 
peace to the peninsula, major power’s stances and EU’s role. In addition, 
it could be a timely occasion to hear of the meaning of the spirit and 
principle of Camp David summit. For this purpose, the Embassy of the 
Republic of Korea Bonn Office would like to hold a seminar in cooper-
ation with Academy of International Affairs NRW and Konrad-Adenau-
er-Stiftung under the theme, ‘What are the challenges and opportunities 
in inter-Korean relation?’
